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Conditions of Entry:

1) Competition is only open to financial members of the Bribie and District Woodcrafters.

2) A competition entry must not have been submitted at any previous Bribie and District Woodcrafters Competition.

3) Members may enter items in as many sections as they wish; a single item cannot be entered in multiple sections.

4) All entries must be ‘bona fide’ the work of the competitor and completed within two years prior to the closing date of the competition. An article is considered not to be ‘bona fide’ work of the competitor when, the work has been carried out by a tutor or other party who has performed critical parts of the work. In case of ‘dual entry’ where two persons have contributed to the item, the name of both persons must be listed on the competition form.

5) Novice Class entries are permitted where no 1st. 2nd, or 3rd were awarded previously in that class.

6) Intermediate Class entries are permitted where 1st. 2nd, or 3rd were awarded previously in Novice Class or at the competitors discretion to nominate themselves in a higher class.

7) Advanced Class entries are permitted where 1st. 2nd, or 3rd were awarded in Intermediate Class or at the competitors discretion to nominate themselves in a higher class.

8) Any competitor who chose to nominate to advance to a higher class cannot revoke that decision at subsequent competitions.

9) Junior Class entries only permitted in the age group 12 - 17 years.

10) Responsibility for the delivery and the collection of entries rests with the competitor.

11) Entries close Thursday 29th September 2011 at 12.00 noon. Entry forms to be placed in the placarded box in the clubhouse or mailed to The Secretary. If there are special circumstances, entries may be accepted after this date. Please discuss with Ivan Medew.

12) Delivery of work will be accepted on Tuesday 4th October 10 am  to 2.00 p.m. at Matthew Flinders Gallery.

13) All items will be displayed at the Bribie Island Community Art Centre, Matthew Flinders Gallery.

14) All reasonable care but no responsibility will be taken for items whilst in possession of representatives of the Bribie and District Woodcrafters. It is the owner’s responsibility to arrange any insurance and any special display stands.

15) The Judge’s decisions will be final. No correspondence or discussion will be entered into.

16) Certificates will be awarded for 1st. 2nd, or 3rd and Highly Commended (at the judges discretion) in Advanced Class, Intermediate Class, Novice Class and Junior Class.

17) There will be two major awards. The ‘Trevor Peters Award of Excellence’ will be chosen from the top scoring entry in each section by a majority of the judges. The ‘People’s Choice’ award will be the entry gaining the most number of votes from visitors to the exhibition. Club members and their families are not eligible to vote for this award. The People’s Choice’ award is also open to display items.

18) The Chief Steward may refuse to accept any entry that, in the opinion of the Chief Steward, does not conform to these competition conditions, or does not fall into any of the sections of the competition.

19) The Chief Steward may reallocate an entry into a section other than the section nominated by the competitor, if deemed by the Chief Steward that the entry is nominated in the wrong section. Once reallocated, an entry will be regarded in all respects as being in that section.
