JUDGING CRITERIA

Judging will be conducted by 6 judges working  in 3 panels of  2 judges, each working independently. The scores of both judges will be collated to determine the placings in each section. 

The judges will  give points to each article on the basis of. 

	DESIGN
	Proportion and perspective, line, centre of interest, suitability of purpose, choice of timber, aesthetic appeal, and original design concept

	WORKMANSHIP 

AND TECHNIQUE
	Evidence of good tool technique, clean edges and corners, accuracy, thicknesses (consistent where appropriate), matching surfaces, grain alignment, tool marks, pick-outs
	40 points

	DEGREE OF DIFFICULTY
	Use of advanced or non standard techniques
	10 points

	FINISH
	Absence of sanding marks, even finish, dust free, good feel and texture, appropriate for the article
	25 points

Each entry will be judged on merit. The awards, first, second and third, (highly commended at the judges discretion) will be given in each class in each of the sections. The judges will select the Overall Champion from the highest scoring item in each section for ‘The Trevor Peters Award of Excellence’.

CLASSES

	Advanced 
	Entries are permitted where 1st. 2nd, or 3rd were awarded in Intermediate class or at the competitors discretion to nominate themselves in a higher class

	Intermediate 
	Entries are permitted where 1st. 2nd, or 3rd were awarded previously in Novice class or at the competitors discretion to nominate themselves in a higher class

	Novice 
	Entries are permitted where no 1st. 2nd, or 3rd were awarded previously in that class

	Junior 
	Entries only permitted in the age group 12 - 17 years
